ARTICLE II

MEMBERSHIP  

                                   The membership shall consist of Active, Exempt, Life and

                                    Honorary members all of whom shall be of good character 

                                    and twenty–one years of age or older. 

                                    By unanimous vote of the Board of Directors, 

                                   the requirement that an applicant be 




twenty-one years of age may be waived, if the applicant has

rendered exceptional service to the Association. However, in 

no case, shall the age of an applicant be lower than eighteen 

years of age.

Section 4.
Dues shall be $35.00 per year, payable on the first day of October.  Members elected at different times during the year shall pay on a pro-rata basis for intervening time between date of election and the dues date. 

                                      The dues of any member of the Association who is serving on active duty with the Armed Forces of the United States shall be waived for the period of time that the member is serving on active duty.

SUSPENSION

Section 19.1
Any member of the Association who by their conduct brings embarrassment to the Association or causes the esteem of the Association to be lowered shall be suspended from membership by a unanimous vote of the Board of Directors, for a period not to exceed one year. At the end of which, the member shall be granted a hearing, if it is requested by the member in writing, at any time during the period of suspension.
